The MIHFF will not compromise the results of its film competitions by 
allowing any member of the jury to have a personal interest in any of the films selected for the Festival, be it as the 
director, producer, buyer or distributor of one of these films.

Program 
The 2009 MIHFF will include the following sections: What’s New? (fiction), Documentaries, Short Films, Retrospectives, 
Tribute to an Artist or a Filmmaker and Invited Films (films of other than Haitian origin). 
 
Workshops - Symposiums 
The workshops, symposiums and debates will be open to the general public and to people who work in the arts, cinema 
and television. 
 
Exhibition 
We will be launching an exhibition the day before the opening night of the Festival. The exhibition will run until the end 
of the Festival and will reflect the chosen theme of the Festival. 
 
Created by the Fabienne Colas Foundation, an organization dedicated to promoting Haitian Cinema, Art and Culture both 
nationally and internationally, the Montreal International Haitian Film Festival promotes Haitian films and seeks to 
inspire people from all walks of life. It encourages quality independent cinema and provides an opportunity for industry 
professionals from here and abroad to meet. 
 
Several thousand movie-goers are expected to turn out for this 2009 edition, which is now going all out to prepare for the 
event and promises to offer an even richer and more varied program than last year.
